Exo. 21:16; 22:1-4, Lev. 6:1-5

e Examples of those who violated this command:

— Achan, he stole a mantle, silver and gold
from God. Joshua 7:11, 20-21

— Judas Iscariot. John 12:4-6

— The two that were crucified next to Jesus.
Mark 15:27-28; Luke 23:39-41

e The lesson for us today:

— Remember that we are not under any part
of the law. Col. 2:14, 16-17; Rom. 7:4

— But we are also commanded no to steal.
Eph. 4:28;, Rom. 13:8-10; Titus 2:9-12

— The penalty under the N.T. is eternal death.
1 Cor. 6:9-10
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
