 Trinity: from the Latin “trinitas” meaning “threefold”  

 Common misconceptions about God: 

•Unitarianism: Jesus only, He is the Father and Holy 
Spirit. 

•Plurality of God’s: Jehovah is Almighty God, Jesus is 
a lesser god (J.W.)

 The bible teaches that there is only ONE God. 

Need to understand what the word one means: 

•Hebrew word yachiyd means “solitary in number”.  
Judg. 11:34 

 This word never applied to God.

 Hebrew word ‘echad denotes unity, acting as one.  

 It can sometimes refer to one of a group. Gen. 2:21 

Usually it is multiple acting as one. Gen. 2:24  

 Single purpose. 2 Chro. 30:12
