–God’s ways may be contrary to the ways of the world. 
John 15:19-20



• Why is there persecution when one lives after righteousness?

–Righteous living is a constant rebuke of sin. 

•Noah condemned the world by his life. Heb. 11:7

• Lot’s unwillingness to partake in the sin of Sodom made 
him hated. Gen. 19:9; 2 Pet. 2:8

–Righteous living will make every effort to stop the progress 
of sin. John 2:13-16
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• What should our attitude be when facing persecution for the 
sake of righteousness?

–Don’t seek your own vengeance. Rom. 12:17-21

–Don’t give up! Gal. 6:9

–Pray for those who persecute you. Matt. 5:43-45; Luke 6:35

–Remember that these will refine and strengthen our faith.
