• It created itself. But, how could it create itself without having 

been first in existence?
• The universe is eternal. But scientists have proven that the 

universe is expanding and deteriorating. 
• An outside force created it separate from the universe. The 

only adequate force for this job is the God of the Bible.

• The characteristics of the universe argues for a intelligent 
designer:
• Design declares a designer. Job. 12:7-11
• Law declares a lawgiver. Gen. 1:11-12
• The nature of man reflects the nature of the creator.
• The existence of life argues for a life giving creator.
